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This morning we learnt about Pier Giorgio Frassati; the extraordinary work he did with
the poor and his intense faith. Although he died at a very early age he had committed his
time to serving the poor. “Jesus comes to me each day in Holy Communion and I return
the visit by going to serve the poor.” John Paul Il made him a Patron of World Youth Day
and called him “The Man of the Beatitudes”.
